“–ar”  Verbs!!!!

· What is verb conjugation???

 Conjugating: changing a verb to make it match the subject of the sentence.
All verbs in Spanish have an infinitive form.  

Verbs whose infinitive ends in

 “–ar” are called “–ar” verbs. 

Let’s see some examples of them…


Examples of -AR Verb Infinitives


· Hablar: to talk

· Llegar: to arrive

· Llevar: to carry

· Entrar: to enter

· Estudiar: to study
Ejemplo Numero Uno
Hablar: to talk

· 1. To start conjugating or changing a verb, you always start with the infinitive…

HABLAR

· 
2. Next, you form the root by cutting off the “–ar”
HABL-

· This is the root of the verb hablar.
3.To make the verb do an action, you add an ending depending on who is doing the action (the subject of the sentence).

4. For first person, singular, “yo” you add an “o” to the root:
(Yo) Hablo  …I talk
For second person singular, “Tú” you add an “as” to the root.

Hablas    … You talk 

For third person singular, “él, ella, usted” you add “a”

(El, Ella) Habla  … He/She/It talks

Usted habla... You (frml) talk

Now we move to the plural forms of the verb:

For first person, plural, “nosotros” add “amos” to the root of the verb

(Nosotros)Hablamos... We talk…
For third person plural, “ustedes, ellos/ellas”, we add “an,” to the root of the verb.
(Uds, Ellos, Ellas) Hablan
-You all, they talk…

So, here are all the endings together in our familar box: 

	o
	amos

	as
	(áis)

	a
	an


When you conjugate a verb in Spanish, you DON’T have to add helping verbs(do, is) like you do in English sometimes.  For example:
Hablo means:


I talk


I am talking


I do talk

Estudia means:


He studies


He is studying


He does study

So, remember, you will NOT use any form of the verb SER (soy, eres, es, etc.) with an –AR verbs.
If you want to say “I am watching” you just say “Miro”

“He is studying”= “Estudia”

This is really important especially when it comes to questions:  
Writing Questions:
Ejemplo: Do you speak Spanish?

· 1. In Spanish you DO NOT use the helping verb “do” in the same way as in English. The “do” is included in the verb.
· 2. Orally, you make it a question with voice inflection    

· ¿Hablas español?
· 3. In questions, the subject often goes AFTER the verb.
· ¿Cómo llega el profesor a la escuela?
Otros Ejemplos:
¿Enseña Sr. Martín la clase de español?

Does Mr. Martin teach the Spanish class?

Is Mr. Martin teaching the Spanish class?

¿Tomas buenos apuntes?

Do you take good notes?

Are you taking good notes?
