Here are some phrases that are used very often in Spanish class. Learn these well and it will greatly increase your understanding of what is going on in class.

“Vamos a _________ (an infinitive):”  “We are going to_________________”

Whenever you here “vamos a” listen carefully for the next word because it tells you what you all are going to do. For example, when you hear “vamos a escribir,”  you might start getting out a pen or pencil because you are going to be writing something.



“Necesitas ____________ (an infinitive)” This is very similar to the phrase above. It means “you need to_________” do whatever verb they say next.

“Pongan___________ (an object)” The teacher is telling you to put something somewhere, so listen and watch carefully to make sure you do as asked.
“Ven aca, por favor”: The teacher needs to tell you something so “Come here, please”
Phrases about time help us know when we are talking about, so learn these and you won’t turn in homework a week late:

Ahora:  now

Hoy: today
Ayer: yesterday

Mañana: tomorrow
esta semana: this week 
El/la próxima___________ (día, semana, mes) : next ______ (day, week, month)
