Tener que+ infinitive     and      Ir a + Infinitive
Whenever we want to talk about what we “have to do” we use the phrase “tener que + infinitive.”

To form a sentence with this phrase, the first thing we do is look for the subject of the sentence and conjugate TENER according to that. For example, if we are talking about “el alumno” we would conjugate TENER to “tiene”.   See the chart below to review the other conjugations. 

So now we have


-El alumno tiene.....

Next, we add “que.”  Even thought this doesn’t directly into an English word in this phrase, WE MUST ALWAYS HAVE QUE in the phrase.


-El alumno tiene que......

Finally, in the place of “infinitive,” we place the infinitive of the action(verb) he has to do. If he has “to talk”, we put in “hablar.”  If he has “to study,” we put in “estudiar”. IMPORTANT: We NEVER conjugate the infinitive part of this phrase.


-El alumno tiene que estudiar (The student has to study)


-El alumno tiene que hablar (The student has to talk)

Whenever we want to talk about what we “are going to do” we use the phrase “ir a + infinitive.”

So now we have


-El alumno va...

Next, we add “a.”  Even thought this doesn’t directly into an English word in this phrase, WE MUST ALWAYS HAVE A in the phrase.


-El alumno va a...

Finally, in the place of “infinitive,” we place the infinitive of the action(verb) he is going to do. If he is goin “to talk”, we put in “hablar.”  If he is going “to study,” we put in “estudiar”. IMPORTANT: We NEVER conjugate the infinitive part of this phrase.


-El alumno va a estudiar (The student is going to study)


-El alumno va a hablar (The student is going to talk)
